Executive Director Update

Mr. Fancher attended several off site meetings including the Weymouth School Superintendent, Joseph Rull, Weymouth Town Wide Parents Council, South Weymouth Neighborhood Association and the South Shore Chamber’s Board of Directors.  Pending meetings include Weymouth Town Council and the South Shore Chamber Business Council.    

The Regulatory Framework meetings have been ongoing for over three months and the Directors will have an opportunity to review the documents before voting to schedule a public hearing.    

Mr. Fancher informed the Board of the work of Dover Kohl, assisting the committee (and DEP) in creating the regulations to be used nationwide as a model of Smart Growth and Green Development.  The MEPA certificate is due around Feb. 10th and will set the scope for the Environmental Impact Report.  A Construction protocol may be needed soon if the MEPA waiver for initial development is granted.  

The Board reviewed a letter from the Executive Director to Secretary Pritchard regarding his concerns with the three remaining Rte. 18 intersection improvements.  Mr. Fancher noted that with the help of Rep. Mariano, Sen. Morrissey and Mayor Madden the three critical intersections were reinstated back in the TIP.   

DDA discussions continue with LNR and information is being developed by LNR, as requested by the Navy, to be mailed along with copies of the Patriot Properties Valuation by Feb. 21st.

Directors reviewed a legal ruling on a citizen’s idea for a community ownership corporation.  It noted the Enabling Legislation can only be changed with town meeting approvals and  with DDA related financial penalties.

Directors Time

The Chairman read Mr. Burkes letter of resignation, effective Dec. 31, 2005, indicating he was truly honored to serve on the Board.

Mr. Lavin indicated a letter from the Chairman should be sent to Mr. Burke thanking him for the hours he gave and praising his witty perspective and significant contributions to the Board over the past four years.

The Chairman suggested it would be helpful for everyone if the Executive Director could develop a bi-weekly status report that gives bullet points of what has occurred with regards to the development project, to be emailed to the Board and the Host Town Officials.  

Discussion ensued on establishing a regular day of the month to meet, noting some conflicting schedules between Directors.  After a lengthy discussion it was apparent that there was no particular day of the week that was good for everyone.   Mr. Fancher suggested three dates in the third week of March that were open for all Directors and a meeting will be confirmed for one of those dates as soon as possible.

Public Comment

Mike Bromberg, Rockland, inquired on the land takings for Rte. 18 improvements.  Mr. Fancher indicated those buildings involved with intersection improvements have all been notified.  

Arthur Mathews, WTC, had attended the MPO hearing with Mayor Madden and noted that the WTC sent a letter endorsing the three remaining intersections be reinstated in the TIP.  Mr. Mathews noted that the 150 land takings on Rte 18 will be completed before MHD goes out to bid in March 06 for intersection improvements.

Discussion ensued on the issues for the next Board meeting.  Mr. Fancher updated the Board on the new law, 40R Smart Growth Overlay District, and anticipated a presentation by Beth Mitchell and Bill Clark to provide more facts and figures on 40R with recommendations on what the Corporation could do with it.  DDA revisions and discussions on a unified transportation strategy are two other issues to be taken up at the next meeting.  The Regulatory Framework is still a work in progress but some sections are in final draft form and will be provided to the Directors a couple of weeks before the Board meets.
