The Chairman called the Board of Directors meeting to order at 7:02pm.

Executive Director Update

Mr. Fancher reported that the Directors would be acting as the Special Permit Granting Authority and as the Conservation Commission this evening.  

Mr. James Wilson, Weymouth CFO, drafted a Municipal Tax Plan to be presented later this evening.

The CAC review of the EIR continues.

Controller’s Report

The Board received January 31, 2007 financial statements.

SSTTDC Special Permit Granting Authority Public Hearing convened at 7:12pm.

Mr. Fancher read the SPGA public notice on the Phase 1A Definitive Subdivision Plans into the record.

Mr. Kleiman provided an overview of the Master Plan.  Mr. Cooper provided overview of the Definitive Subdivision Plan for the Phase 1A area.  Mr. Brewer provided overview of the Stormwater Management System.   Mr. Kleiman requested SPGA approval of the subdivision plans.

Discussion ensued on the planting plan around the ponds, location of pump station in relation to French’s Stream and the revised wetland delineations.

Mr. Fancher reviewed the proposed schedule associated with LNR’s Subdivision Plan, that included the April 13th deadline for an SPGA decision to LNR, the March 1st deadline for the Board of Health’s recommendation to the SPGA, and the March 12th deadline for the Conservation Commission’s Order of Conditions.

Mr. Young reviewed the Subdivision Rules and Regulations, sections 2.3 & 2.7, and noted the plans were reviewed by:  Ivas Environmental, Nutter, McClennen & Fish (legal counsel), SSTTDC staff, Tetra Tech Rizzo and the Town of Weymouth.    Discussion ensued on Mr. Young’s recommendations on the plan review, covenant, and project review fees.  Mr. McDonald made several recommendations to the Board.

Mr. Hershfield stated LNR was willing to enter into a covenant and that a performance bond would be appropriate for specific work that had not been completed, at the time LNR wanted to sell off one or more lots.

Public Comment

Mr. Leary, Weymouth Town Council, noted he heard, for the first time, the East/West Parkway being referred to as the Mass Highway (MHD) Parkway.  Mr. Leary was informed that the parkway would be constructed to MHD standards.

There were no questions from the Board.

VOTED:  Motion of John Rogers, seconded by John Ward, to close the SSTTDC Special Permit Granting Authority Public Hearing.

Unanimous vote

Mr. McPherson inquired if the March 26th date to vote on this document was realistic.  The Project Manager indicated it was possible.

The SPGA Public Hearing ended 7:47pm.

SSTTDC Conservation Commission Meeting convened at 7:48pm

The Conservation Agent reviewed his reports on the Definitive Subdivisions Plan, additional conditions on Phase 1A access roadway, infrastructure and construction, and the proposed Order of Conditions.  Mr. Ivas stated the Weymouth Conservation Agent agreed with the Order of Conditions, and he reviewed his list of special conditions, that were similar to the conditions for the Shea Memorial Drive Improvement Project.  Mr. Young made clarification recommendations.  

Discussion ensued on ownership of the responsibility and associated costs of mowing and management of grasslands.  Mr. Terravecchia voiced concern that, in the end, these costs would be passed onto the homeowner associations.  Mr. Hershfield stated he would provide that information to the Board.  

Mr. Ivas noted that grassland mowing would decrease with project build-out.

Mr. Foley, Weymouth, was informed that the storage of hazardous materials, as part of construction, would adhere to OSHA requirements.

The Conservation Agent recommended approval of Measure 07- 016 LNR’s Phase 1A Definitive Subdivision Plan. 
VOTED:  Motion of John Ward, seconded by Colin McPherson, to approve the Conservation Commission submittal (Notice of Intent and supporting documents) of LNR’s Phase 1A Definitive Subdivision Plans.  All conditions of the approval shall be as noted in the Order of Conditions prepared and executed by the Corporation’s Conservation Agent.

The Conservation Commission session ended 8:15pm

The Board of Directors meeting continued at 8:17pm

Municipal Organization

Mr. Wilson provided an overview of the draft Financial Policy, a framework to be submitted to the Department of Revenue for approval.  It was noted that the Weymouth CFO was present at the meeting as a contracted consultant for SSTTDC (contracted service at $51/hr.).  Mr. Wilson reviewed a number of questions/issues that the Board of Directors must address.  

Discussion ensued on serving as a Board of Assessors, consideration of exemptions (MGL c59s5), consideration of an Overlay Account for abatements and exemptions (MGL c59s23A), consideration of Stabilization Fund, consideration of contracting independent appraisal services, commercial and residential tax rate issues, excise tax issues and zip code issues.  

Mr. McPherson indicated excise tax; tax rates, debt service and the life of the Corporation were four major areas of concern.

Mr. Fancher noted that dialogue had begun with a regional postmaster regarding three separate zip codes for each Host Town for the Base.  

The Board discussed their next meeting dates.

VOTED:  Motion of John Ward, seconded by John Rogers to enter into Executive Session for the purpose of discussions of property conveyance, development negotiations and other financial matters.
