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Mr. Kimball opened the meeting at 7:06pm

Water Supply

Mr. Henderson updated the committee on the preferred alternative and changes since the DEIR.  The pipeline has changed, for cost reasons, from 16” to 12”.  The Town of Braintree requested consideration to modify the booster pump station located at the intersection of MWRA pipes in Quincy, and the Brockton alternative was still considered in the FEIR as a backup option.

Discussion ensued on the high water table and irrigation wells.  Mr. Henderson indicated an irrigation water pond would be located on the golf course, that, in conjunction, an on-site irrigation well would also supply water.  Pump tests indicate that the irrigation well could be developed as a potable water supply but has low yield, poor water quality and is considered uneconomical at this time.

A lengthy discussion ensued on a permanent water source.  Mr. Kleiman stated that SSTTDC could apply for membership to MWRA as a three-town entity or as a separate water district that would be created to exist in perpetuity, beyond the SSTTDC, legislated to dissolve in 2018.

· Delineate both the South Coastal and Boston Harbor water basins on the map.

· Provide additional information on the Irrigation Well Pump Test.

· Provide additional text on the future feasibility of this irrigation well becoming a potable water supply.

· Provide more information on the application for membership to MWRA.

Storm Water

Mr. Galloway gave an overview of the storm water management plan, stating there were currently 318 acres of impervious areas; that at maximum buildout the amount of impervious acres would be 350 acres, that the Regulatory Framework dictates the impervious density and work would be done according to those requirements.

Concerns were raised on water runoff in the neighborhoods along the Rockland border of the Base and recent water conditions along French’s Stream.  Mr. Galloway stated that peak flow runoff would be reduced.  Further discussion ensued on snow removal and the existing drainage systems.  

· Provide additional data on a conservation restriction designated to manage water conditions along French’s Stream.

· Identify the areas with on street parking and narrow roads that can store snow.

· Identify which drainage systems will be removed and which systems will be left as is.

Public Comment

Mr. Galluzzo, Weymouth, inquired how recycled water could meet standards to be directed into French’s Stream and Old Swamp River but could not be used for irrigation within 100 yards of residential areas and was informed that the 100 yard restriction in residential areas was a DEP requirement and recycled water would be treated to near drinking water quality.  Mr. Galluzzo asked when a performance bond would be put on the table by the developer.

Ms. Cowie requested clarification on rooftop discharge regulations and was informed that performance based standards dictate what is required, and there would be incentives to achieve higher standards.  Ms. Cowie was also informed that there were remedial action plans for groundwater contamination and that few sites have issues.

Mr. Scannell, Weymouth, inquired how significant excavation would affect the irrigation wells and was informed that excavation impacts would not exceed existing conditions and that the site mitigation plans would be addressed on a case-by-case basis.
