The Chairman asked Mr. Clark to run the meeting in his absence, due to sudden illness.

Minutes

The Committee reviewed the Minutes of April 5, 2006.  It was agreed to table the minutes for the next meeting for input from the absent members.  Some corrections and amendments were made.

Solid Waste 3.8

Discussion ensued on municipal solid waste removal, private association/homeowner fees and the disposal of large items.  Mr. Kleiman indicated that if there were community interest to share the responsibility of trash pick-up, at a cost savings, it would be examined.  Mr. Kleiman noted a “pay as you throw” plan had not yet been determined and that he would make some inquiries on the disposal of large items.  Further discussion ensued on the possibility of a compost site being located on the Base and Ms. Byram noted that an organic pest management plan would be needed. Mr. Kleiman noted the compost site had not yet been identified.

Project Description 3.0

Discussion ensued on bedroom counts, student counts, education costs, affordable housing and the need to protect the Host Towns from more 40B requirements by the Commonwealth.  Mr. Clark noted the Reuse Plan continues to govern the bedroom counts and that negotiations are ongoing between the Corporation, LNR and the Commonwealth with assistance from MAPC and legal counsel on the issue of 40B protection for the Towns.  

MAPC stated that the SSTTDC Board of Directors support looking for ways to apply the project’s affordable units to the Host Communities.

Amend the footnote that LNR will pay the portion of education costs not reimbursed by the State.  

Discussion ensued on the EIR sections with references to sections not available.  LNR’s comment was the document presently is in outline form and the CAC will be provided completed sections as soon as they are completed.  The numbered sections with no text are sections still being written.

Further discussion ensued on the language in Table 3.1-4 Infrastructure Phasing Plan, Phase 1, regarding the “until the earlier of the completion of E/W Parkway or improvements to Sharp St. entrance…”  Mr. Kleiman was asked if a temporary access point would be constructed on Forest St.  Mr. Kleiman stated he wasn’t clear on the language in the agreement with Rockland and would get better clarification on the streets involved in a temporary access.

Smart Growth and Sustainable Design

Mr. Deschanes reviewed existing resources, best practices by other developments on vertical and horizontal development, connectivity, pedestrian oriented development, stormwater management and innovative wastewater treatment and how the plans align with the State’s Smart Growth Principles.  

Concerns were raised on capacity on the commuter rail line, permanent protection of open spaces, connectivity between the north & south ends of the Base and re-establishing key linkages among the wildlife habitats.

Mr. Kleiman noted that PBC land is already protected and the Zoning and Land Use By-Laws protect the recreational land.

Specify what wildlife habitat key linkages are being referenced.

Show connectivity corridors in North and South ends of the Base.

Discussion ensued on collating the random sections of the DEIR received so far and identifying the most current information.  Epsilon will provide a list of the documents reviewed and documents still pending.

Further discussion ensued on the Committee’s request for supporting documentation to back up the text in the DEIR and for more detail in each section.   Ms. Rome noted that everything that is required in the MEPA scope is being prepared and provided to the CAC.    

Construction Management Plan

Mr. Kleiman noted that a draft Construction Management Plan with maps for truck routes in Phase 1A was being prepared for circulation to the Towns.  A separate plan will be submitted to the four Towns as subsequent phases occur.  It’s LNR’s intent to start infrastructure elements this summer.  The Committee agreed it was crucial that a General Contractor have control over all the work in this project.

Provide the Committee with a copy of the construction schedule.

The construction schedule must include certain protocols and a main contact person should problems arise with sub-contractors, equipment or the neighbors

Mr. Fancher noted that the Corporation has a database of all Base abutters and that they will receive contact information at the appropriate time.  It was suggested that a website be utilized for community outreach and to track the progress of construction, for the public’s information.

Concerns were raised on noise pollution when recycling the runways and it was noted that the Corporation Regulations would control noise issues.  

Provide the name and number of the main contact person on neighborhood conflict resolution in Traffic Management protocols and Construction Management protocols.

Specify the monitoring structure, overall coordination and general contractor to be in place.

Define in more detail the horizontal infrastructure work and the obligations for LNR and the end developer in the Project Description.

Open Space

Since the CAC members did not receive the hard copy of the Open Space document in a timely manner, discussions on this section were tabled to the next meeting.

Environmental Cleanup

Mr. Urann, CH2M Hill stated that Navy clean up continues with oversight by the Restoration Advisory Board, Environmental Protection Agency and Dept. Environmental Protection.  There were no CAC questions.

Some discussion ensued on the Disposition and Development Agreement (DDA).  Mr. Fancher stated the DDA was being amended at the present time, that it is a living and operating document between the Corporation and LNR, which will be revised as time goes on and noted that one of the amendments will allow the Board of Directors to make $3M (from DDA provisions for operating funds) available to the Host Communities this year.  Mr. Fancher also noted pending amendments related to EDC negotiations with the Navy.  Mr. Fancher stated that the Corporation continues to support the development of a golf course, or, if not for golf, then for open space.

Discussion ensued on the governing documents (Reuse Plan and Zoning & Land Use By-Laws) that cannot be changed (without 3 Town approvals) versus the business agreement (DDA) that can be changed.  A debate ensued among CAC members that the DDA was tied to and in conflict with the DEIR.  Mr. Kleiman requested specific comments where the DDA contradicted the DEIR.

VOTED:  Motion of Joe Shea seconded by Mike Bromberg stating, “the CAC wants there to be no conflicts between the DDA and the DEIR”.

9-1 vote  Jim Young opposed 

Mr. Young requested that any modifications that occur, based on amendments to the DDA, be updated accordingly in the final EIR, relative to the text that the CAC is responsible to review.  It was noted that other sections could change before the final document was filed with MEPA.  

VOTED:  Motion of Jim Young, seconded by Joe Shea to extend the text in Section 3.1.4 to include modifications based on the DDA agreement, and to amend the sections in the EIR accordingly.

Unanimous vote

Public Comment

Mr. Smart, Weymouth Town Council, suggested additions to the Construction Management Plan including hours of operations, penalties if overtime work negatively impacts the surrounding neighborhoods and the installation of scrubbers for fossil burning equipment on site.  Mr. Smart stated it was important that the Corporation have an easily accessible contact person coordinating the whole project.

Mr. Scannell, Weymouth, voiced concern that all contamination on the Base had not been found, inquired who would be responsible if unidentified waste is unearthed and also voiced concern for the safety of the children living on the Base during the construction phase.

Mr. Urann stated that a preliminary training process for all contractors would take place on site and that the Corporation’s Compliance Officer would oversee environmental issues as required in the Regulatory Framework.    

Discussion ensued on asking DEP or EPA to provide a full time field supervisor.

Mr. Galluzzo inquired if an overlay map showing the superfund sites, contamination, wetlands, solid waste, recreation fields, residential units etc. had been developed yet.  Mr. Urann referred to Figure 5.10.1 showing three overlays of environmental sites over the existing development, noting that the graphics were layered on a CAD system.  Mr. Galluzzo could not acclimate with the map and requested overlays that show the proximity of everything.  Mr. Clark stated that Figure 5.10.1 contained the information he requested.

Mr. Milmoure, Weymouth, noted that cement (with rebar) is tougher to grind than asphalt, up for recycling purposes and also noted that a portion of the runway should be preserved for driver school training.

VOTED:  Motion of Eric Dykeman, seconded by Joe Shea to adjourn the meeting.
