CAC Comments on the FEIR 

A reference was noted in LNR’s comment matrix (FEIR Section 1.0) of a June 6th transportation improvement meeting with Highway Superintendent, Rockland Town Administrator, and the Selectman Chairman.  Ms. Parsons (Selectman Chairman) stated at CAC that she was not aware of this meeting. The Committee agreed that meetings with the Town of Rockland should have occurred prior to the filing of the FEIR.

A correction was made to the comment on discouraging vehicle access to Abington/Sharp Streets to read:  “Consider discouraging or limiting vehicle access to Abington Street or Sharp Street, where wetland resources may prevent the implementation of traffic calming measures”.

An addition was made to the comment on LEED Standards for a Grade A development project, to include a strong binding commitment for water conservation.

Discussion ensued on the lack of information on a mechanism to permanently protect the golf course.  Ms. Parsons made a motion, to insert in CAC comments, that the Committee wanted a permanent mechanism, as outlined in the NHESP comment letter, to protect the golf course.  No second motion was made.  The Committee agreed that sufficient focus had been placed on the need to permanently protect the golf course in the CAC’s comments and recommendations.

CAC Review of the Draft FEIR

CAC Cover Letter

Concerns were raised that the proponent had not adequately addressed off-site existing downstream flooding conditions (caused by the Navy) with the Town of Rockland.  A lengthy discussion ensued on flooding issues and the proposed wastewater treatment program for the Base.

Several suggestions were made to amend the cover letter to require the proponent to coordinate with the Town of Rockland on flooding issues.

VOTED:  Motion of Arthur Mathews, seconded by Joseph Shea, to include in the cover letter a recommendation to the Secretary that the proponent be directed to work with Officials in Rockland to further address comments by the Secretary in the DEIR Certificate regarding stormwater in French’s Stream.
