Mr. Fancher welcomed the CAC members and introduced Mr. Sam Mygatt, Epsilon Associates.

Mr. Mygatt gave an overview of previous events including the May 2002 Master Plan, the Phase 1 Waiver, the Rte. 18 Intersection Improvements and the continuation of the Special Review Procedure.   Mr. Mygatt noted the need to file the Notice of Project Change (NPC) and receive an updated Scope from the MEPA office identifying the issues to address in the EIR and he introduced Ms. Aisling E. Eglington, Environmental Analyst from the MEPA Office.  Ms. Eglington will be the reviewer on this project.

Discussion ensued on the 30-day CAC review period prior to filing the NPC and the 20-day public review period after it is published in the Environmental Monitor.  When the Final NPC is filed it will be sent to everyone that commented on the original ENF Certificate and to those who signed up for it at the CAC meeting.  It was noted that an extension to the 20-day public review period could be requested and that the CAC comments must be ready by Sept. 29th in order to be incorporated into the filing of the Notice of Project Change.  After that date, the comments would be mailed under separate cover.

Members discussed helpful commentary including points of inaccuracies, mistakes, oversights and community issues that should be addressed in the EIR.  Mr. Mygatt noted that requests for supplemental information would be provided in the Draft EIR, not during the NPC review.

Nominations were made for a Chairman.  Mr. Shea nominated Mr. Kimball.  Mrs. Parsons nominated Mr. Fisher.

Mr. Clark nominated Mr. Shea.  Mr. Shea declined.  Mr. Fisher declined.  Mr. Kimball accepted.

VOTED:  Motion of Joseph Shea, seconded by William Clark, to nominate Charles Kimball as the CAC Chairman.

9-0 Unanimous vote

Discussion ensued on meeting dates and the three positions that need to be filled on the CAC.  Consensus of members settled on Tuesday, Sept. 13, 2005 and Wednesday, Sept. 21, 2005 at 7:00pm in the Conference Center. 

Mr. Mygatt stated that the current makeup of the Committee is diverse in affiliation, experience, perspective and knowledge of issues and noted that the NPC would be under review until the end of October.  The Secretary will make new appointments to the CAC as soon as possible.

A request was made to Mr. Mygatt to provide updated MEPA reg. 301 CMR and LNR’s Wetland Delineation Report.  The 301 regulations will be provided during the NPC process and the information from the wetlands report would be provided, as appropriate, during the EIR process.

Discussion ensued on studying alternative energy sources such as wind turbines or solar heating, acquiring copies of the Environmental Monitor and the purpose of Committee’s draft review vs. the public’s final review.  

Ms. Eglington noted that if the NPC were filed on Sept. 30th, it would be published in the October 8th Monitor.  Public Comments would be due by October 28th.
Mr. Mygatt noted that after the NPC was filed, MEPA would schedule a Public Meeting, to be attended by Mr. Deerin Babb-Brott, Acting MEPA Director, to receive public comment on the NPC.
Mr. Mygatt stated that comments such as street name corrections; additional intersection studies; questions on figures for traffic counts, water usage and capture rates would be appreciated, but that suggestions as to what should, and should not, be in the Scope would be of greatest value.  Mr. Mygatt encouraged CAC members to come to the next meeting, each with a short-list of five succinct suggestions as to what should be included in the MEPA Scope.
It was noted that the scope of work in the EIR process would not include any background information on the recent change of ownership in LNR’s parent company.  This issue is addressed in Development and Disposition Agreement between the Corporation and LNR.  

It was noted that the mission of the CAC was to provide a full analysis of project alternatives and environmental impacts to the MEPA Office.
